· Students use test plans as a basis for evaluation of strengths and areas of study.

· Students complete self-evaluation and goal setting form on the basis of test or quiz results.

Here is the process:

.
1. The teacher identifies the learning target each item on the test represents and fills out the first two columns on the form.

2. Secondary students mark one of the next two columns –confident or unsure-for each item as they take the test.

3. The teacher corrects the test and hands them back.

4. Students mark the next two columns -- right or wrong -- by looking at their corrected tests.

5. Students mark the last two columns-simple mistakes or further study-by reviewing the items they got wrong. To make this decision, they ask themselves, “Do I know what I did wrong? Could I correct this myself?” If the answer is “Yes,” then they mark the “simple mistake” column. If the answer is “No,” they mark the “further study” column.

6. Students then transfer each learning target to one of three categories on the next page-strengths, further, study, and review.

7. Finally, they use a form of your choice to make a plan to improve.
